Do you have something homegrown, homemade or 
handmade that you would like to sell? 

 
 

 
 
 

WHAT CAN I SELL?  You may sell items you have grown and/or made 

with minimum adult help.  Examples: garden produce (vegetables/fruit), 
approved baked goods, flowers, works of wood, cloth, clay, paint, or drawings. 
No re-sales allowed.  Homemade, Handmade, Homegrown only. 

 

CAN I PERFORM?  Yes!  We are taking performance reservations for Youth Market days!  

ADULTS!  It is important that the children grow or make something mostly on their own.  

Adults are responsible for on time drop off and pick up, as well as helping with any set-up.  
 
WHAT DO I NEED TO BRING? 
• Be creative!  Make an attractive sign with the name of your farm/business – make it stand out! 

• Toot your own horn!  Describe your products, share any information describing what you   
   grow/make, post pictures on Facebook and Instagram. 

• Stand up and take a bow!  Bring a card table, table cloth, decorations or anything you want to 
make your business stand out.   You may share your table with a friend.   

• Don’t forget the money!  Bring a money box and money ($10s, $5s, and $1s) to make change. 

• Track it!  Bring a notebook to keep track of what you sell–let’s share a ‘total sales’ number at the end 
of each market day!  

• Involve the customer!  Bring recipes for people to try, examples to see, and/or    demonstration of  
   what you do (e.g., spinning, knitting, wood-carving) 

• Yourself (as the grower or craftsperson) and a smile!  (Children 12 and under must be         
accompanied by an adult helper for the entire market) 

• Scope out the competition!  Your products need to be sold at a competitive price - check with other 
market vendors before making your pricing signs.  

• So, what’s the cost?  On Youth Market Days, no fee will be charged for you to sell.  However, spaces    
are limited, so sign up early! 
 

WHAT DO I NEED TO DO? 
 Read the Youth Market Rules and Fill out the Youth Market registration form on the Wednesday 

before each Saturday Youth Market online at www.hotspringsfarmersmarket.com or mail the form 
to Hot Springs Farmers & Artisans Market, P.O. Box 298, Hot Springs, AR, 71901.   

 Show up on your registered Saturday, no later than 6:30 a.m. – ready to set up your booth & go!  
See the market manager for any questions or concerns. 

The Hot Springs Farmers & Artisans Market is a family-friendly environment.   All performances and 
items sold must be suitable for audiences ages 8 – 80. 

What are the Youth Market Dates?  5/26, 6/30, 7/28, 8/25, 9/29, 10/27 

Where is the Youth Market?  The Youth Market will be held in specially designated 
area at the Market, 121 Orange (by Transportation Depot).  For ages 8 – 18. 

What are the Youth Market times?  7:00 a.m. – Noon  You need to arrive by 6:30 a.m 
to set up!  If you are not there to claim your booth, it goes to someone who is!
